abstract: Varicose veins of the lower limb are dilated and tortuous vessels of the superficial venous network associated in the huge majority of cases with incompetence of venous valves. The presence of a re-entry point provides the necessary condition for the development of a venous reflux that, in turn, causes an increase in the trans-mural pressure (TMP).

To correctly address the issue of varicogenesis we need to answer the following three questions:

1)
What comes first, valve incompetence or venous dilatation? In other words, is valve incompetence the primary event that trigger the hemodynamic changes leading to venous dilatation or it is the consequence of the primary venous dilatation due to structural changes in the venous wall?

2)
Once established the primary event, either venous dilatation or valve incompetence, which are the mechanisms that lead to the functional damage of the involved structure?

3)
After the development of the venous reflux, the progression of the disease evolves downward or upward?

This presentation focuses on the analysis of the above points and presents some hypotheses based upon basic research and observational, clinical and instrumental data.
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
