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abstract: The therapeutic effort in congenital vascular diseases is focused usually on the devascularization of the affected anatomical area ( more rarely on the revascularization). The patients compliants like pain and motor impairment may be worsened by the therapy itself. Pain can be caused by thrombosis, oedema, the presence of phlebolitis, nerve involvemeny, skin and or cutaneous ulcerations. Sclerotherapy of infiltrating venous malformation of muscle in the fore arm may cause Volksmann retraction and muscolar retraction and fibrosis is a common side effect of muscolar venous malformations treatment. A lasting physiotherapy after the treatment can ameliorate the situation. More complex is the the direct nerve infiltration by venous or artero venous malformations which may be a cointroindication in all treatments which cause transient oedema. We observed many cases with this vascular pattern. In this patient in case of refractory pain we implant spinal cord stimulators.

In cases of phlebolites in the soft tissues and of fibrosis I obtained good results using defocalised shock waves.

Ulcerations should be treated according the guide lines of treatment . Ethanol induced ulcerations are more difficult to treat because thy are deeper and more ischemic.

In conclusion: patient may suffer from secondary effects of vascular malformations which can not be radically treated or from side effects of the therapeutica approach.

In these cases it is very important to adopt supportive care in order to allievate pain and immobilization
